6. Committee Reports
  6.1      YRCA - written report submitted by Chair, Carol Monlux 
Discussion on YRCA: main goal is to increase communication between the Board and YRCA. Board needs to codify financial responsibility to bring the YRCA chair to at least one meeting. Bette Ammon joined the Board meeting for the discussion of YRCA and provided information on how things have worked in the past and some recent happenings. The YRCA storekeeper is now Carol Monlux. Bette suggested that the new Chair needs to address the small numbers of school librarians involved in YRCA or at least how they get information on YRCA. For future meetings: nomination of titles process needs to be examined, manual needs to insure YRCA representatives should be PNLA members, the titles nominated should be presented to Board members for examination. We should watch the video at November meeting. About 125 copies of the video are sold  per year and proceeds cover production costs. Bette thinks promotion would help; many public and school libraries aren’t aware they can borrow copies from their State libraries or library systems that have purchased the video. 

 

  6.2       PNLA Leadership Institute (LI) – 

Mary DeWalt investigating possible locations. For November meeting M.DeWalt will send us information to try to determine a final location. 

Board members need to be thinking about names of possible mentors. Following past practice, Board members are all empowered to ask people if they were interested in being nominated as a mentor. Most mentors need to have some leadership responsibilities or qualities. Mentors are not there to be leaders. Mentors are responsible for the time needed to participate and their airfare. Accommodation and food are covered by PNLA. Last year we were able to provide about $200 to each mentor to go toward their travel costs. Kay Vyhnanek reported on final cash flow. Goal is not to make money. $4600 was the balance after last LI and will be used for future LIs.

 

ACTION: State/Provincial Representatives need to ask for $1000 seed money, for the next Institute, from each of their local associations.

Transition year – perhaps best to notify buyers the 2006 video will be the last one, because we will be trying new products such as ALA reading reports, or readings on CD.
