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THE EDUCATION INSTITUTE
The learning programs of The Partnership year-round are offered coast-to-coast through teleconference, Webcast and on-line. Special conferences and stand-alone face-to-face programs are available to all Partnership association members at preferred rates.
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THE PARTNERSHIP JOB BOARD and CAREER CENTRE
The joblines and jobsites of Partnership associations across Canada are now being integrated into a single coast to coast to coast Partnership Job Board service, the first stage in a new multi-pronged collective Career Centre. This will be augmented next fall by a consummate information centre about librarianship and library work, and a résumé database of Partnership association members. Editing and writing of material for the Web career information centre phase continues.
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THE PARTNERSHIP ELECTRONIC JOURNAL INITIATIVE 
Partnership: the Canadian Journal of Library and Information Practice and Research is a practitioner's journal of The Partnership published twice a year. Articles may be contributed at any time for publication consideration. Potential articles are reviewed by members of an editorial review committee. Articles fall into several categories. Feature articles on theory and research and on innovations in practice are in-depth, peer-reviewed articles and fall in the range of 1,000 to 5,000 words. Other types of articles include viewpoints, conference presentations, profiles, news and announcements, professional development and reviews. A writing team will support librarians who have little experience with research reporting. Fully approved by all Partnership association boards, the first issue appeared in late 2006.

Created in 1997, The Alberta Library has grown into an award-winning consortium of over 290 member libraries that work to promote barrier-free access to information, ideas and culture. Members include public, university, college, technical institute and special libraries. Internationally recognized for collaboration and innovation, The Alberta Library is the result of the library community coming together to find better ways of providing services.
TAL has responsibility for APLEN, The Alberta Public Library Electronic Network which supports Alberta public libraries in their provision of library services to the public. APLEN is funded by Alberta Municipal Affairs and is governed by a standing committee, which is responsible for setting the vision and direction of the program in consultation with the public library community. APLEN provides: opportunities for collaboration, cooperation and innovation; coordination of the development and growth of an electronic library network in Alberta; opportunities for libraries to increase their capacity for electronic services to the public; promotion of electronic library services to the public; and funding for pilot projects and research into emerging technology.
