Statewide funding efforts for Read to Me, the Idaho Commission for Libraries emergent literacy program, are underway.  ILA is working to get a $1,170,000 funding request through legislation to implement over the next two years.

Idaho Commission for Libraries


Libraries Linking Idaho Unlimited (LiLI-U), the statewide online catalog through WorldCat, enrolled 118 school libraries through a grassroots marketing campaign.  Total library enrollment is 217.  The electronic catalog is funded by both state ongoing money and library enrollment fees. 


Since 2005 when Summer Reading marketing has been enhanced, enrollment has increased statewide by almost 50 percent, from 27,610 in 2004 to 40,700 in 2006.  2007 will mark the third year of the grassroots initiative developed through a statewide steering committee, the Daring Dreamers.


The 2006-2007 Gates Foundation initiatives totaling more than $250,000 include:  Rural Sustainability, Spanish Language Outreach, and Staying Connected.
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
