Ready2Read Program http://ready2readmontana.org is an extensive early literacy outreach program that focuses on helping libraries each the youngest patrons – children from birth to age five.  Website, posters, and brochures have been designed and handed out.  Forty-five of Montana’s public and tribal libraries are eligible to receive a “Ready 2 Read” bin of free books.

Montana’s Interlibrary Sharing Protocol is being revised and updated.
